Project Specification
Description:
You have been contacted by a local veterinarian to create a Customer Management System. Over this course, you will build this system in phases. After the second programming assignment, you will have three classes: 

The purpose of this project is to expose you to classes, objects, methods, collections, and their interactions. In addition, the assignment will provide you with the experience of building a complete OO program while providing an opportunity to learn proper programming style.

Procedure:
Starting with your implementation of Program 2, create a program that allows a veterinarian to maintain a list of pets and owners. The veterinarian must be able to insert and remove pets and owners, list all pets and owners, search for pets by owner or veterinarian, search for owners by pet, and search for all pets/owners that are their patients.

After you have created the classes, create a small program that instantiates 2 pets with the same owner, and another pet with a different owner. The program should print the pets and owners to the screen.
